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To improve the nature and quality of the undergraduate academic experience at The University of Georgia, The Franklin
College of Arts and Sciences Writing Intensive Program will host a teaching development seminar open to all faculty,
staff, and graduate students.

Joining Professor Warnock will be Dr. Anne-Marie Hall, Dr. John Warnock, and Michael Moore, also of the University
of Arizona, who will address group sessions “Write More/Grade Less: Sequencing Writing-to-Learn Activities,” “(Stu-
dent) Revision with (Teacher) Editing,” and “Iteration and Revision in Networked Classrooms,” respectively.
